He retired in 1997
after 25 years as a United Methodist Minister. Perry was instrumental in
bringing the Ugandan Thunder Children’s Choir to our area. On December 15,
1973 he married the former Nancy Leigh Wilson in Macon, GA. She preceded
him in death on July 2, 2017. Surviving are a son and daughter-in-law, Tim
and Suzie Sandifer of Alton, two grandchildren, Adelia Leigh Sandifer and
Isaac Timothy Sandifer, and one brother, Ben (Becki) Sandifer of Macon, GA.
